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13. OUR ANCESTORS

first came to Australia.

13.1 FIESTY LADY

This story is about my great-great grandmother who | do not know a lot about but the short
story does paint a small picture of whom she was.

This story starts in the Highlands. For those who have been to Scotland picture the drive
up to Wick and John OO06Gr oat s .-greatigfandsothercame he ¢
from.

Her name was Margaret Banner man, known as OF
herring. Peggy met Alexander Vass while he was traveling with the fishermen catching
herring in the North Sea.

Alexander Vass married Margaret [Peggy] Bannerman on 9 January, 1846. Marriage
registered at Fearn and Loth. She is said to have walked from Strath of Kildonan to
Balintore to marry hi m. The distance of tod
10 minutes by car. Todayods travel 41.17 mil
To our knowledge Peggy was pregnant with John Vass and had just been thrown out of

home.

As you could imagine back then there were no roads, only dirt tracks, maybe horse and
cart if she was lucky.

She was supposedly a pretty girl but was never completely accepted by the villagers. They
gave herthe ni ckname of the AFiestly Ladyo. Wh et
way to marry a local man or for some other reasons unknown.

My family has been told stories about Peggy. One of these is about the properties on Park
St, Baltintore. The properties along the Park Street have been cut in half, what | mean is
our family home has sea front property that backs onto the north sea and the house is
situated on the others side of the road. The villagers say that there was a tree they wanted
to knock down for the new road. Peggy did not agree to this matter and campaigned to
save that tree. Peggy won this argument against the villagers so to this day forth the sea-
side properties are split in half.

Alexander and Peggy died within a few hours of each other in 1885 from typhoid. Alex died
first and Peggy on 2 June 1885.

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13.2 OUR ANCESTORS: WHO WERE THEY AND WHEN DID THEY ARRIVE?

The first of my indirect ancestors to arrive in Australia were my great-gr eat gr andf a
nephews, William Geoffrey Barber and Raymond Charles Barber, who like me came from
Cornwall in England and arrived together under the Child Migrant Schemes around 1932.

William married, had three children and lived in Queensland enlisting for War Service in the
Australian Military Forces in 1941. He was a lucky survivor of the War but after being

discharged from the military on compassionate grounds in 1945, died at the age of 58 in

1970.

My family first came to Australia in 1965 as
sea voyage of around six weeks. We had never been out of Cornwall up to this point. We
disembarked in Melbourne and were met by our sponsor who took us to his farm outside
Healesville where my father was to share farm with him. We found the climate, location

and isolation quite challenging and returned to the UK by ship after staying for the required

two years.

In 1973 my mother, now separated brought her five children out to Australia again by ship.
This time to the Central Coast of NSW. After a fairly short time we moved to Sydney. My
father followed us out and gained employment at BHP Port Kembla and then as head
gardener at HMAS Kirribilli in Sydney until his retirement when he returned to the UK. 1
married and settled in this country together with a brother and sister but my other brother
and sister have returned to the UK. My mother has duel citizenship and travels between
the two countries whenever she can.

13.3 IRISH ROOTS

The family story told by him was he was
paid £22,000 by the family when he refused to run the family estate and not long after he
arrived in Australia he met up with Sidney Kidman where he lost all his money when the
sheep died. He made his way to the Cobar area where he met Ada Holt.

13.5 WILLIAM MoBBS (1763-1839)

The story of William Mobbs begins in England with his birth in 1763. He was the son of
Isaac Mobbs and Mary Ireland who were marred at St Mary's St Marylebone, St
Marylebone Road, London on 24 December, 1763)

Little is known of Williams life until the 29" November 1790, when he married a lady two
years his senior, named Ann Grover. The marriage took place at New Brentford which is in
the western district of Greater London.

Around this time William Mobbs was employed as a servant to Mr Hale, a gardener at
Twickenham. Twickenham is situated south of New Brentford and it is assumed that
Wi lliam and emwereédnsn thistaied. dhtey were William Junior born 7" April
1791, Isaac in 1793, Annin 1794 and George in 1795.

In the centre of London, at Long Alley, Moorefields, William Mobbsé s i st er iasr y
living with her husband William Bateman. Wiliam Batemand s occupati on we
cutler, or a person who made knives and swords. He was also later described as being
employed as a Grinder.

Early in 1796, both William Mobbs and his brother-in-law William Bateman were sentenced
in the Old Bailey for the crime of stealing, with both men being transported to Australia as
their punishment. It was their dealings in the December of 1795 that changed their and their
families lives forever.
